NASA has committed 20 grants, $6,000 each for FIRST rookie teams in Missouri. River City Robots was awarded grants in 2003,2004.
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Teams of students and professionals are provided a standard supply of parts, and a grueling 6 weeks to design, program, build and test a robot for one or more regional competitions, with the possibility of advancing to Nationals.
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What Else Should I Know?

Our students do not receive school credit for participating. They participate because they have curiosity; the creativity to solve problems and a sincere desire to learn.
Our mentors are not compensated for their time. They are involved because they want to expand their skill set, to share their knowledge and to obtain immediate satisfaction for a job well done.
